Store forskningsprojekter RUC og Vietnam imellem betgd, at RUC var en naturlig besggsdestination,
da viethamesiske politikere besggte Danmark medio april. Et naesten fem timer langt program bragte
delegationen forbi savel rektor som vietnamesiske kemistuderende.

P& Dronningens fgdselsdag d. 16. april var der ikke just kongeligt
besgg pd RUC, men det var dog i sandhed en imponerede delegation,
der aflagde etablissementerne visit. Med landets vice-praesident H.E.
Nguyen Duc Kien i spidsen tog blandt andre bestyrelsesformand
Dorte Olesen og rektor Poul Holm imod en skare af politikere fra det
vietnamesiske parlament, heraf flere udvalgsformand for parlamen-
tets store kommitterer. Delegationen var inviteret til Danmark af det
danske folketing, og besgget pd RUC var et led i et tredages officielt
besgg i Danmark.

Et godt samarbejde

Delegationen fra Vietnam havde sarligt gnsket at besgge en dansk ud-
dannelsesinstitution. I denne forbindelse pegede Udenrigsministeriet
pa RUC, fordi RUC har flere store Danida-finansierede projekter med
Vietnam inden for bl.a. kemi (koordineret af professor Erik W. Thulstrup
fra NSM), og miljeplanlegning og ledelse (koordineret af professor
Henrik Secher Marcussen fra ISG), men ogsd ENSPAC har gode vietna-
mesiske kontakter pd vandressourceomradet. “Det er meget interessant
for os pd RUC at ggre en god profil over for de vietnamesiske politi-
kere, for pd den médde at vere en synlig dansk universitetsmulighed

hos beslutningstagere i forhold til samarbejdsprojekter, ndr Vietnam
i de kommende dr udmgnter sin strategi bl.a. om gget finansiering
af ph.d.studerende til udlandsophold ” forteller international chef
Marianne Aarg-Hansen, om vigtigheden af besgget fra Asien.

Foruden at mgdes med RUCs topledelse og forskere blev gaesterne
budt pd en prasentation fra en gruppe vietnamesiske RUC-studerende,
som er tilknyttet det fgromtalte Danida-projekt. De studerendes
prasentation for deres hjemlands politikere beskrev de studerendes
oplevelser og liv i Danmark og pd RUC, heriblandt en reekke billeder
af et snebeklaedt RUC og stemningsbilleder fra de studerendes aktivi-
teter i NSM s laboratorier sammen med “nice supervisors”, som de
beskrev det pd deres slides. Nguyen Thi Thao Tran havde udarbejdet
powerpoint-prasentationen og valgt billederne, og det synes hun
egentlig ikke var s sveert, for “det som jeg gerne ville vise gasterne
fra Vietnam, var allerede i mit hjerte”, forteller hun.

De seks studerende, der alle leeser kemi pd master- og ph.d.-niveau,
var synligt begejstrede for mgdet med de besggende fra Vietnam,
og for muligheden for at komme tat pd de politikere, der hjemme i
Vietnam kan forekomme langt veek. "Derhjemme ville det ikke rigtig
veere muligt for os, at mgde vores vice-praesident pd den her méde”,
fortzeller en af de studerende. "Alene det at parlamentet ligger i den
nordlige del af Vietnam og vi bor i den sydlige gor, at det ville vaere
svart”, supplerer en anden.



Bedre jobmuligheder

Vice-praesidenten var blandt andet interesseret i at
hgre om de forhold, der gor sig geeldende for vietna-
mesiske studerende, der leeser i udlandet. "Han ville
gerne hgre om vores oplevelser her pd RUC og om,
hvad vietnamesiske politikere kan ggre for at hjelpe
studerende, der leeser i udlandet. Og desuden fortalte
han, at han selv har to bgrn, der laser i udlandet, i
London”, forteeller de.

Takket veere den industrielle udvikling i Vietnam
kan de studerende se frem til en noget bedre situa-
tion pd arbejdsmarkedet pd deres felt, hvad angdr
jobsituationen, end der har veret fgrhen, forteeller
Nguyen Duc Duy. Det som han blandt andet vil
tage med sig tilbage til landet, er ny viden samt de

praktiske erfaringer, han, og hans kammerater, har
fdet med brug af moderne laboratorieudstyr og nye
forskningsmetoder, som de har opndet pd RUC.

De vurderer, at det vil blive en fordel for dem i
fremtiden, at de har haft mulighed for at studere i
et andet land, og at mange studerende i Vietnam,
inden for alle typer af fag, faktisk er interesserede i
at leese i udlandet.

De vietnamesiske studerende forteller, at de
har veret glade for deres tid pd RUC og i Danmark,
som de dog ikke kendte s meget til, inden de kom
hertil. “Jeg vidste, at Danmark er kendt for eventyr,
som H.C. Andersens Den Lille Havfrue, men ellers
kun, at det er meget lille pd et verdenskort”, smiler
Mai Thi Hai Ha.

Den udsendte fra RUCnyt mgder denne fordrsfor-

middag professor Yuriko Kite pd docent Hartmut
Haberlands kontor pa Institut for Kultur og Iden-
titet (CUID), hvor de to netop har spist frokost
sammen med Anne Katrine Heide-Jergensen, der
er studerende pad Socialvidenskab og Kultur- og
Sprogmgdestudier og Japan-interesseret.

Snakken om bordet gér, og der bliver leet og
lyttet. Man fornemmer hurtigt den glade og for-
ventningsfulde stemning blandt de tre, der vidner
om, at Yuriko Kites besgg, og hendes arinde, er
leengeventet.

”Jeg havde hgrt om Anne Katrine fra Hartmut”,
forteeller Yuriko Kite. "Jeg vidste, hun havde varet
i Japan for, og gerne ville tilbage for at studere
pd Kansai. Men det har varet utrolig spandende
for mig at mgde hende i dag, for at finde ud af,
hvad det egentlig er der ger, hun gerne vil til
Japan igen”.

"Hart-
muts og mit venskab gdr tilbage til 1993, hvor vi
var til en konference i Kobe, hvor jeg bor”. Her

Momentum

“Jeg er meget inspireret af jeres problem- og projektorienterede méde
at arbejde pd, som er noget anderledes end den traditionelle asiati-
ske leringsform, hvor man primeert leerer ved at lytte”, siger Yuriko
Kite. "Faktisk er det et politisk gnske i Japan, at vi forsgger at udvikle
vores undervisningsform, til netop at blive mere problemorienteret
og undersggende”. Og pd det mere forskningsmassige plan ser hun
ogsd muligheder. "For at lgse verdens problemer ma man arbejde sam-
men. I dag har jeg mgdt flere forskellige undervisere her pd RUC, og
det er min klare overbevisning, at der ligger nogle meget speendende
forskningssamarbejder foran os. Det har tidligere veeret forsggt at fa
en samarbejdsaftale i stand, men uden held. Denne gang er det gdet
hurtigt med at f3 alting til at gd op i en hgjere enhed, blandt andet
fordi der i forvejen var studerende, der var interesserede, hvilket jeg
er meget glad for”.

"Da Anne Katrine meldte sig pd banen som interesseret i at rejse
til Japan for at laese, teenkte jeg, at nu var der virkelig en mulighed for
at handle pé de planer om samarbejde, som der allerede 13”, tilfgjer
Hartmut Haberland, og Yuriko Kite nikker samtykkende. "Og jeg er jo
glad for at kunne veere til hjelp”, smiler Anne Katrine Heide-Jorgensen,
hvis interesse for japansk sprog og kultur startede i gymnasiet, hvor
hun boede et &r i Japan som udvekslingsstudent.

"Jeg boede hos fire forskellige veertsfamilier i Japan”, forteeller Anne
Katrine Heide-Jorgensen. "Det var en spandende tid for mig, men det
var ogsd udfordrende, for selvom Japan er et meget moderne land,
sd er det ogsd meget traditionelt, fx hvad angdr familielivet. Manden
har som udgangspunkt en hgjere status i mange familier, hvilket
godt kunne veere lidt sveert at acceptere. Men man skal jo ikke tro, at
man kan komme og endre pd en hel masse som udefrakommende.
Den slags tager tid, og det resulterer i alt for meget smerte, hvis man
forsgger at presse det igennem. S& er det bedre at forsgge at forstd
kulturen og sig selv, i de nye ramme man pludselig er”, siger hun og
tilfgjer, at hun stadig har kontakt til iser en vartsfamilie, hvor hun
den dag i dag stadig kalder familiens bedsteforaldre for sine "japanske
bedsteforaldre”.

Rejs ud
“Jeg synes, det er vigtigt at unge mennesker rejser ud i verden og

oplever andre mader at leve og lere pd”, siger Yuriko Kite. "Ikke
mindst fordi man, som Anne Katrine ogsd beskriver, oplever sig selv
pé en anden méade, ndr man er vek fra sine faste rammer. Maske
kan man endda sige, at man forst virkelig laerer sig selv at kende,
ndr man meder det, der er anderledes fra en selv. Jeg synes, man
kan sige, at forskellighed er en ressource, som man kan bruge til at
forstd sin egen identitet”.

Og madske gelder den samme leeringsproces for universiteter, som
for studerende pd individplan, ndr kulturer mgdes. Gamle vaner md
tages til overvejelse og nye metoder ma udtenkes. "N4r fx der kom-
mer studerende hertil, som er vant til nogle helt andre mader at ggre
ting pd, sd kan de komme i klemme i vores system”, siger Hartmut
Haberland. "Men der skal man huske, at det ikke ngdvendigvis er et
uoverskueligt problem, men snarere en udfordring til os selviat finde
ud af, hvordan vi ggr vores system rummeligt, sd vi kan respektere,
at der kommer folk hertil med nogle kompetencer, som er udviklet
inden for nogle helt andre rammebetingelser og traditioner”.

Et er at man opndr nye faglige, sproglige og kulturelle evner ved
at rejse ud, men hvad med pa det mere personlige plan. Hvad kan
japanske og danske studerende lere af hinanden?

“Jeg tror, at danske studerende, eller mdske danskere generelt,
kan leere noget af japanernes respektfulde made at omgds hinanden.
Studerende og undervisere imellem, men ogsa i samfundet i det hele
taget. Jeg synes nogle gange, at der mangler lidt respekt for hinanden
her i Danmark”, siger Anne Katrine Heide-Jorgensen, og fortsatter
“men samtidig sd kan japanerne lere noget af vores lidt mere ufor-
melle made at omgds, iser studerende og undervisere imellem. Vi har
en mere venskabelig omgangstone her end i Japan, hvor man kalder
sine undervisere ved efternavn, hvilket skaber en distance. Jeg tror,
det ville vaere godt, hvis man kunne kombinere den mere venskabe-
lige omgangstone med en hgjere grad af respekt for hinanden”. Bade
Hartmut Haberland og Yuriko Kite nikker anerkendende.

"Det der blandt andet er interessant ved en aftale, som den vi nu
har mellem vore to universiteter, er, at man aldrig helt kan forudse,
hvad der kommer ud af det”, afslutter Yuriko Kite. ”Vi kan skabe
nogle gode rammer, men fx kan vi jo ikke vide, hvad Anne Katrine
har tenkt sige at foretage sig, ndr hun kommer, og pd den made kan
der vise sig nye og uventede muligheder undervejs”.

Det var en af de fgrste rigtige fordrsdage. En af dem, hvor man dropper
sin jakke og vanter og hvor man blendet bliver opmerksom pé, hvor-
for det egentlig er, det aldrig er en god idé at kigge direkte pa solen.

Men, nu hgrer indflydelse jo sjeldent til den slags, der serveres pd et
sglvfad, uanset hvad loven foreskriver. Tvaertimod er indflydelse noget,
man skal kreeve og keempe for, og derfor inviterede Studenterrddet
denne aprildag til uddannelsesdag for studenterrepraesentanterne i
RUCs studienavn, institutrdd og andre styrende organer.

Vi mener det er vigtigt, at de studerende er godt kladt pa til at
lpfte de opgaver, de er valgt til”, fortalte Sigrid Abild Andersen, der er
formand for Studenterrddet. “Det er vigtigt, at de indvalgte studerende
kan leere af hinanden og ogsa veere lidt mere pd forkant med, hvad der
bliver besluttet ovenfra. Det skal veere lettere og sjovere at vere aktiv,
og sé skal det give indflydelse”, sagde hun.

Dagens program bgd blandt andet pd introduktion til uddannelses-
strukturen pd RUC og stedets historik, forhandlingsteknik samt oplaeg
fra vores rektor Poul Holm.

Poul Holm prasenterede 2020-strategien, herunder fremtidens ind-
satsomrdder, for deltagerne, svarede pd spgrgsmal og inviterede til
fortsat dialog.

I denne sammenhang rettede han
en stor tak til Studenterrddet, for at have taget initiativ til seminaret
og til deltagerne, for at engagere sig.

I en pause, hvor seminardeltagerne ngd det bragende solskinsvejr
udenfor, fangede jeg Kirstine Bruun-Schmidt, der er studenterrepree-
sentant i Studienavnet for Geografi. Jeg spurgte hende, hvorfor hun
havde valgt at bruge dagen pd at deltage i arrangementet. *Jeg synes,
det er rigtig vigtigt, at man som studenterrepraesentant ger hvad man
kan for at blive klogere pd de strukturer, der gor sig galdende her pd
stedet, og som danner rammerne for vores arbejde i studienavnene”,
lgd hendes svar.

P3 bestyrelsesmgdet den 22. april godkendte bestyrelsen drsrapporten
for 2007, der blandt andet omfatter regnskabet for 2007, der viser, at
RUC gér en ny og mere positiv gkonomisk fremtid i megde.

P3 mgdet kunne bestyrelsen med glede notere sig, at bdde RUCs
revisionsselskab PriceWaterhouseCoopers og Rigsrevisionen udtaler sig
positivt om RUCs nuverende gkonomi, som den fremgdr af regnskabet
for 2007, og ikke mindst de gkonomiske styringsredskaber, der har gjort
en lgbende og styrket gkonomisk afrapportering mulig. Naestformand
for bestyrelsen Anne-Grete Lysgaard kom pd mgdet sdledes ogsd med
den kommentar, at det var "bemaerkelsesverdigt at hgre Rigsrevisionen
udtale sig sd positivt om RUC”.

Det nu godkendte reviderede regnskab viser, som universitetsdi-
rektgr Peter Lauritzen forudsa i sidste nummer af RUCnyt, at regn-
skabsdret 2007 ikke som frygtet endte med et underskud for RUC,
men derimod med et overskud pé den ordinare virksomhed pd 9,2
millioner kroner.

Det er fgrste gang siden 2002, at RUC har sorte, og ikke rgde, tal
pd bundlinien. P4 forrige bestyrelsesmgde den 28. februar kom RUCs
bestyrelse i mal med udmgntningen af et budget for 2008, der peger
frem mod et overskud pd 15 millioner kroner i 2008.

Bestyrelsesformand Dorte Olesen stod for mgdets vel nok stgrste over-

raskelse, da hun gjorde det bekendt, at hun netop havde orienteret
de gvrige bestyrelsesmedlemmer om, at hun har besluttet at stoppe
sit virke som formand for RUCs bestyrelse. Dorte Olesen begrundede
sin beslutning i det store arbejdspres, der ligger i at varetage hvervet
som formand for bestyrelsen. Ikke mindst ved siden af et kraevende
fuldtidsjob som direkter for Uni-C. "Det har veret spendende men
ogsd overordentlig arbejdskravende at vare bestyrelsesformand pd
RUC i de forlgbne 3,5 &r. I flere perioder har det givet en arbejdsbe-
lastning svarende til et fuldtidsjob, og sddan et har jeg jo i forvejen.
Det gdr ikke i leengden, sd nu, hvor der er balance i gkonomien, fgler
jeg, at jeg kan vare bekendt at frasige mig hvervet”, udtalte Dorte
Olesen p& mgdet.

Efter mgdet uddybede Dorte Olesen overfor RUCNyt, hvorfor formands-
hvervet er blevet mere arbejdskraevende, end hun havde forudset ved
sin tiltreeden:

“Jeg var ved min tiltreeden ikke forberedt pd, at der ville blive tale
om en sd stor genopretningsproces pa gkonomifronten, som tilfeldet
blev”, siger hun, og forklarer, at, "den sdkaldte ”Kinersersag” i 2005
kom fuldstaendig bag pd os alle i den dengang nytiltrddte bestyrelse, og
0gsa pd andre omrader viste gkonomien og de administrative funktio-
ner pd universitetet sig at vaere en del mere skrgbelige end forventet,
isar i forhold til den ny tids krav. Det var ogsd overraskende for os i



bestyrelsen, at universitetsdirektgren umiddelbart efter vores tiltreeden
valgte at gd pa tidlig pension. Sammen med universitetslovens krav
om, at rektor- og prorektorstillingerne skulle slds op til nybeszttelse,
har det betydet en udskiftning af den samlede topledelse i en tid, hvor
hele universitetslandskabet i Danmark ogsd har undergdet uforudset
store forandringer. Det har tilsammen lagt et betydeligt storre arbejds-
pres pd bestyrelsesformanden, end jeg havde forudset.. Imidlertid har
jeg ikke fglt det rigtigt at frasige mig hvervet, for der var sorte tal
pé bundlinien og en velfungerende administration, hvilket vi nu kan
glaede os over er tilfeeldet”.

Dorte Olesen ser sdledes positivt pd RUCs fremtid, nu hvor der er
kommet sorte tal pd bundlinien. Hun bemerker dog, at der stadig
udestdr at finde en fornuftig lgsning pd det forhold, at RUC kun far en
halvt sd stor finanslovsbevilling til forskning som til undervisning. En
tilsvarende skavhed findes ogsd pd Aalborg Universitet og CBS, der
ligesom RUC har haft meget stor vakst i studentertilgangen igennem
de sidste drtier, men hvor dette kun har udlgst uddannelsestaxameter
og ikke ggede basisbevillinger til forskningen. Det er hendes opfat-
telse, at denne skeevhed nu er blevet sd grel, at den ma rettes op, hvis
den forskningsbaserede undervisning skal sikres pd alle universiteter:
“Jeg hdber virkelig, at politikerne nu udnytter den unikke mulighed
med steerkt stigende forskningsbevillinger til at give "studentermag-
neten” RUC en gget basisbevilling til forskning, sd den kommer til
at matche uddannelsesbevillingen. Det er den eneste vej frem, der

sikrer den forskningsbaserede undervisning. Laver
man denne udligning, er jeg ogsd sikker pd, at RUCs
forskning i de kommende &r vil nd nye internationale
hgjder, for RUC har udviklet nogle utroligt speendende
forskningsmiljger pd nye omrdder. Det har Danmark i
disse globaliseringstider simpelthen ikke rdd til at lade
veere med at investere i”, fastslar hun.

At fa rettet op pd denne historiske skavhed er blevet
en hjertesag for Dorte Olesen, hvilket hun blandt andet
fortalte om i det portraet, som RUCnyt bragte af hende i
januar, i forbindelse med hendes 60-drs fodselsdag.

RUC-rektor Poul Holms reaktion pd Dorte Olesens be-
slutning var, at det var "med meget stor beklagelse”,
at han modtog nyheden, og studenterrepraesentant
Nikolaj Bak Sgrensen afsluttede mgdet med at rette en
tak til den nu afgdende bestyrelsesformand, for hendes
store indsats.

Dorte Olesen afgdr senest med udgangen af juni, og
hun fortseetter i bestyrelsen indtil 1. december i r, hvor
hendes 4-drige valgperiode udlgber, sd der er god tid
til at finde et nyt eksternt medlem. Bestyrelsen mgdes
snarest for at tage stilling til valget af formand.

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From the Left Turn to the Decolonial Option:
Conceptualising Current Latin America

The Doctoral Programme of Intercutural Studies and the programme of
International Development Studies from RU, together with Copenhagen
Business School and the Rehabilitation and Research Centre for Torture
Victims, are organizing a series of workshops and a symposium that
will focus on Latin America.

The event is motivated by the challenges that the recent series of
political events in Latin America, also conceptualised as the Left Turn,
pose both in a political and in an academic realm. These events, spe-
arheaded by the election of Brazilian president Ignacio Lula da Silva,
Venezuelan president Hugo Chavez, and the first Aymara Bolivian
president, Evo Morales, have inaugurated a watershed of political
change which seems to require a revision of established scientific ap-
proaches to understand Latin America in a global, regional, national
and sub-national perspective.

In Latin America, a strong theoretical/practical current which has
been following and sought to interpret this change, has emerged over
the last decade. Scholars working inside this field have chosen to name
the new political developments the de-colonial turn. Even though this
turn is to be found — to a greater or lesser extent - in the politics of the
above mentioned presidents, these scholars contend that they must be
understood in their wider context, which includes taking into account
global articulations of power as well as the discussion and practices of
social movements. And significantly, they identify this de-colonial turn
as largely having emerged from ‘below’. Even though this theoretical
current is already institutionalized in Venezuela, Brazil, Colombia,

Ecuador and Bolivia, and in the context of the Latin American Social
Sciences Research Council (CLACSO), it remains largely uncharted ter-
ritory in a Danish scholarly context.

The primary aim of the symposium and workshops on Latin America’s
Left Turn is to strengthen the communication and collaboration among
Latin America scholars in Denmark. We expect this event to be the
first in a series of events, thus paving the way for developing further
discussions within a scholarly Latin America Network in Denmark.
Furthermore, the aim is to establish a framework for cooperation and
knowledge exchange with these leading figures in Latin American
social sciences and humanities - who will be visiting Denmark for
the first time.

Funded by the Danish Research Council for Society and Business
(Forskningsrddet for Samfund og Erhverv), the organisers of this event
at the Centre for the Study of the Americas at Copenhagen Business
School, the Rehabilitation and Research Centre for Torture Victims,
International Development Studies and Intercultural Studies at Roskilde
University have invited four scholars who, considered as a whole, cover
an area of expertise that spans from education, interculturality, democr-
acy, science and technology, politics, conflict, and social movements to
Latino studies, migration, development, human rights, world-system,
globalization, and cosmopolitanism (see below). Their knowledge and
expertise offers several interesting points of discussion which are to be
taken up during the symposium and the workshops. The workshops



will, besides featuring the four invited scholars,
involve Danish Latin America specialists from CBS,
RCT, RU as well as other institutions, and Danish
scholars working in fields such as anthropology,
political science, cultural studies, and international
relations. Finally, the organisers of the event highly
encourage and welcome participation from scholars
and students from other fields and countries.

The event opens with a one-day symposium where
the invited scholars present the decolonial per-
spective and offer their readings of contemporary
Latin America from each of their areas of expertise.
The next three days are devoted to workshops on
Contemporary Latin American Politics, Citizenship
and Governance at the Margins of the State: Latin
America Between Post-Conflict and Neo-Populism?,
and, finally, a PhD workshop.

The event will be held in English. Participation
in the event is free of charge, but confirmation of
participation is highly appreciated.

Roskilde University’s reputation
for excellence has spread as far as
Japan. In March, the university re-
ceived a distinguished visitor when
Professor Yuriko Kite from the Kan-
sai University in Japan arrived at
the RUC campus. The purpose of
her visit was to sign the final agre-
ement on an exchange programme
between Roskilde University and
Kansai University. The first RUC
students are ready to go to the Land
of the Rising Sun.

On a spring morning, RUC News talked with Pro-
fessor Yuriko Kite at the office of senior associate
professor Hartmut Haberland at the Department of
Culture and Identity (CUID) after the two of them
had had lunch with Anne Katrine Heide-Jgrgensen,
who is enrolled in the Social Science Programme
and the Language and Culture Programme and
interested in Japan.

The three people at the table talked, laughed and
listened to each other. I very quickly sensed the
easy, enthusiastic atmosphere among them, and
it was evident that they had all looked forward to
Yuriko Kite’s visit.

“Hartmut had told me about Anne Katrine,” said
Yuriko Kite. “I knew she had been in Japan before
and would like to go back to study at Kansai. It
has been really interesting to meet her today to
learn more about her reasons for wanting to go
to Japan again.”

If everything turns out as expected, Anne Katrine
Heide-Jgrgensen will be the first RUC student who
goes to Japan to study at Kansai University under
the exchange programme set up between Kansai
University and Roskilde University. The programme
became a reality during Yuriko Kite’s visit.

When asked when the idea for the agreement bet-
ween the two universities first came up, Professor
Kite said: “Projects like thus often begin with a
personal contact. Hartmut and [ have been friends
since 1993 when we met at a conference in Kobe,



where I live.” They were both interested in culture and languages, and
this shared interest has developed into a long-standing friendship that
will now also benefit students at the two universities.

Momentum

“Your problem- and project-oriented way of working is a great inspira-
tion for me and quite different from the traditional approach in Asia,
where we primarily learn by listening,” said Yuriko Kite. “As a matter of
fact, there is a political wish in Japan to develop our teaching methods
so that our focus will to an increasing extent be on problems and inve-
stigation.” She also saw several opportunities in the field of research:
“We have to work together to solve global problems. Today I have
met several teachers here at Roskilde University, and I am convinced
that we will see some very interesting research partnerships in the
future. Attempts have previously been made to set up a collaboration
agreement, but nothing have come of them. This time we have been
able to make everything come together very fast, one reason being
that there were already a number of interested students, which I am
very pleased with.”

“When Anne Katrine said she was interested in going to Japan to
study, I thought it was a really good opportunity to take action on the
collaboration plans that already existed,” added Hartmut Haberland,
while Yuriko Kite nodded in agreement. “I'm of course glad I can be of
help,” said Anne Katrine, smiling. Her interest in Japanese language
and culture started in her high school years when she went to Japan
for a year as an exchange student.

“I stayed with four different host families in Japan”, she said. “It was an
exciting but also challenging time for me, for although Japan is a very
modern country, it is also very traditional in several ways, for example
with regard to family life. Generally the husband has a higher status
than the other family members in many families, which I sometimes
had some difficulty accepting. However, it would be wrong to think
that you can just go there as an outsider and change a lot of things.
These things take time and it would be much too painful if they were
imposed on them. It is a better approach to try to understand the cul-
ture and oneselfin the new setting.” Anne Katrine adds that she is still
in contact with one of the host families in particular and that she still
calls the grandparents in that family her ‘Japanese grandparents’.

Go abroad
“I'think it is important that young people go abroad and see how people

in other countries live and learn, not least because you see yourselfin
a different light when you are away from your normal surroundings,
just as Anne Katrine says. Perhaps you could even say that people
don’t get to know themselves until they are faced with something
different. I think it’s fair to say that difference is a resource you can
use to understand your own identity,” said Yuriko Kite.

Perhaps universities go through the same learning process as
individual students do when two cultures meet. It is necessary to
reconsider old habits and devise new approaches. “When interna-
tional students come to Roskilde University, they may be used to
doing things in ways that differ completely from ours, and they
may therefore find it difficult to cope with our system. However, it
is important to bear in mind that this need not be an insurmounta-
ble problem, but should rather be seen as a challenge for us to find
out how we can make our system inclusive so that we can respect
people who come here with competencies they have developed on
completely different conditions and in a setting characterised by
different traditions,” said Hartmut Haberland.

One thing is that you develop new academic, linguistic and cultural
skills when you go abroad, but what about personal skills? What can
Japanese and Danish students learn from each other?

“I think that Danish students, or perhaps Danes in general, could
learn something from the respectful way in which people in Japan
treat each other. I don’t only mean in relations between students
and teachers, but in society in general. Sometimes I think we show
each other too little respect here in Denmark,” said Anne Katrine,
and continued: “From us, the Japanese could learn to be a bit more
informal, especially in relations between students and teachers. Our
tone of conversation is friendlier than in Japan, where teachers are
called by their last name, which creates a certain distance. I think
it would be good to combine our friendly tone of conversation with
greater respect for each other.” Both Hartmut Haberland and Yuriko
Kite nodded in agreement.

“One of the interesting aspects of the agreement we now have
between our two universities is that it is never possible to predict
precisely what will come out of it. We can create a good framework,
but we don’t know what Anne Katrine and other students intend to
do when they arrive, which means that new, unexpected opportu-
nities may arise in the process.”

Large-scale research projects conducted jointly by Roskilde University and Viethnam made a call at
Roskilde University a natural choice for a number of Vietnamese politicians on a visit to Denmark in
mid-April. During their almost five hour long programme at the university, the delegation met both the
rector and a group of Vietnamese chemistry students.

On the Queen’s birthday on 16 April, Roskilde University was host to
a visit that was not quite royal but nevertheless truly distinguished:
a delegation of Vietnamese parliamentarians including a number of
chairpersons of major parliamentary committees, headed by the vice
president of the Vietnamese National Assembly, Nguyen Duc Kien,
came to see the university and was greeted by a group of university
representatives including the chair of the board, Dorte Olesen, and
rector Poul Holm. The delegation had been invited to Denmark by the
Danish Parliament, and the call at Roskilde University was part of a
three-day official visit to Denmark.

Good working relationship
The Vietnamese delegation has expressly wished to visit a Danish
institution of education. The Danish Ministry of Foreign Affairs
suggested Roskilde University because of the many Danida-funded
research projects carried out jointly by the university and Vietnam,
for example in the fields of chemistry (coordinated by Professor Erik
W Thulstrup of NSM) and environmental planning and management
(coordinated by Professor Henrik Secher Marcussen of ISG), but also
ENSPAC has close contact with Vietnamese counterparts in the field
of water resources.

“It is very important for us here at Roskilde University to give the
Vietnamese politicians a good impression of us because that makes us

visible to decision-makers as a possible Danish university partner in
new partnership projects, when Vietnam in the coming years rolls out
its strategy of increased funding for PhD students who want to study
abroad,” said the head of the International Department, Marianne
Aarg-Hansen, about the visit from Asia.

In addition to meeting the top leadership of the university and a
number of researchers, the visitors attended a presentation by a group
of Vietnamese RUC students associated with the Danida project men-
tioned above. The Vietnamese students told their fellow countrymen
about their life and experiences in Denmark and at Roskilde University.
This included pictures of the university covered in snow and pictures
showing the students at work at the NSM laboratories together with
their "nice supervisors”, as they called them in their presentation of
the slides. Nguyen Thi Thao Tran had prepared the PowerPoint pre-
sentation and selected the pictures, which had not been difficult for
her. "What I wanted to show the visitors from Vietnam was already
in my heart”, she said.

All six Vietnamese students, who are enrolled in either a master’s
or a PhD programme in chemistry, were clearly enthusiastic about
their meeting with the Vietnamese visitors and happy to be close to
politicians from their country. In Vietnam, politicians often seem to
be out of reach.

“At home, it would not really be possible for us to meet the vice
president in this way,” said one of the students. “The fact that our
parliament is located in the northern part of Vietnam and that we live



in the southern part would make it very difficult,”
another student added.

Better job opportunities
The vice president was interested in hearing more
about the life of Vietnamese students enrolled in a
university programme in another country. “He would
like to hear about our experiences here at Roskilde
University and to find out what Vietnamese politici-
ans can do to help students at foreign universities.
He also told us that he has two children who are
studying abroad, in London,” said the students.
Thanks to industrial development in Vietnam,
the students can look forward to a more favourable
labour market situation in their chosen field of work
as compared with the situation in the past, said
Nguyen Duc Duy. One of the things he will bring

with him home is new knowledge and the hands-
on experience he and his fellow students have had
in using modern laboratory equipment and new
research methods at Roskilde University.

The students trusted it would be an advantage for
them in the future that they have studied in another
country and said that many students in Vietnam, no
matter what subjects they are studying, would like
to study abroad.

The Vietnamese students said they had been
very happy with their stay at Roskilde University
and in Denmark, which they did not know much
about before they arrived. “I knew that Denmark is
known for fairytales such as The Little Mermaid by
Hans Christian Andersen, but apart from that I only
knew that Denmark is very small on a map of the
world,” said Mai Thi Hai Ha, smiling.
